Airport Transportation

The airport of choice for the conference is Baltimore/Washington International (BWI). It is a 25 minute drive to the
Holiday Inn.

Shuttles will be provided from BWI on Thursday January 28th between 12-3 pm.

Speakers and Workshops

Keynote Speaker – His Grace Bishop Daniel

His Grace Bishop Daniel is a hierarch of the Ukrainian Orthodox Church of the U.S.A. – Western Eparchy.
His Grace has the distinction of being the youngest Orthodox bishop in the United States. Prior to being
elevated into the episcopate, His Grace served as a parish priest to Holy Ascension parish in Clifton, NJ. He
served as Director of Public Relations for the UOC and Editor and Chief of the Ukrainian Orthodox Word (a
position he still holds.)

His Grace Bishop Daniel comes from a unique background. He grew up in Soviet Ukraine, eventually
moved to the U.S. in his twenties and became a United States citizen. He also joined the military in the
capacity of Lieutenant for the U.S. Military Chaplaincy His background has provided His Grace with a
unique perspective on the youth in the church, and with special insight into successful methods of conveying
the gospel of Christ to our youth. He is an avid supporter of Orthodox camping programs and Orthodox
based-social justice/missions ministry for young adults.
